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Abstract

The objectives were to study children and youth's knowledge
about the Child Protection Act 2003 and the risky behavior of children
and youth. Comparing knowledge about the Child Protection Act and
the risky behavior of children and youth. A questionnaire was used to
collect data from a sample group of 151 children and youth in the
Children and Youth Training Center between 10-20 March 2022. Data was
analyzed using statistics:  Frequency, percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and one-way ANOVA by testing pairwise differences using
Scheffe's test. Results were that children and youth know the Child
Protection Act at a moderate level (X = 15.43), and their risky behaviors
for committing offenses are low (X = 1.78). Children and youth with
different education and characteristics of close friends will have dissimilar
knowledge about the Child Protection Act. Children and youth with
disparate occupations, close friends, and offenses have different risk
behaviors.
